We mustered 35 charter
members (good and true-blue veterans), who elect-
ed the following officers: Commander, Rufus H,
Britell; s. V. C., Jolin J. Knowiton; J. V. C,
Joseph D. Earhart; Adj't, Daniel B. Watts; Q. M.,
Patrnick N. Sullivan; Chap., Jehn C, Brum; O. D.,
Johiu W. Horner; O. G., John W. Howard. The
Commander was a marine ; served on the steamer
Brookiyn, and is tire only navy man in this part of
the couutry.

HECKER.—AT MoODIrese, Mo., Maren 5, of
consumption, Henry B. Hecker, Orderiy-Ser-
geant, Co. H, Tth Mo. S. M. Cav. Comrade
Hecker was born in Nieham, a town in the
Prussian Province of Westphalia, Dee. 25, 1840,
and came to this country with his parents
when 14 years old. His company was part of
- Maj. Fester’s battalion of the 7th Meo. S. M.
Cav., which, with two gnus (six-pounder brass)
of Capt. Thurber's battery, numbering al«ust
560 mepn, all under command of Maj. Foster,
fought the battle of Lomne Jack, Mo., Aug. 16
1862, against the combined forees of Jack man,
Cockerel, and Coffey, variously estimated at
1,500 to 1,700. Comrade Hecker was a charfer

member of Gen. Fred D. Steele Post, 235, with
which he was identified until his death, and
held several important offices in the Post. He
