2. No one may broach the subject of vouchers.
3. No one may speak during these times about the hearing, the hearing council's
findings or of any appeals.

Q,. If these subjects are broached, the brother will be removed from the encampment and an
immediate hearing be conducted on whether or not to allow him to return. If the vote

is to allow him to return, he is expected to be honorable and apologize to all present. If
the vote is in the negative, he will not return to any event for the remainder of the
encampment.
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This order in no way effects bans that the department commander and/or the national

commander-in-chief have placed on certain people about discussing this. Both the
department commander and national commander-in-chief have the right to file additional
charges should these person(s) violate their orders.

This does not preclude members other than those under the gag orders discussing this
during breaks. It is expected that if this occurs it will be respectful of this order.

In 2001, then Commander Don Palmer set certain goals for the department ot complete by 2010. I wish to report
now on our success for these goals.

GAR Posts. 594 Posts, 4 Department Offices, and 6 Arkansas Postshavebeen identified. Of these,the
Captain Dunlap Post 192 is the only post that we don’t knowits location. Initial researchfor recordshas
been completed. Now will come deeper digging for more records.

Don Palmer, PDC

Department Secretary (Acting) There are two Posts, the Rousseau Post and the Capt. York Post that attempted to organize and never
chartered. We do not know anything else about these posts. I want ot report that we have met the
goal Commander Palmer set.

We have listed 255 monuments recorded. I believe there is not the 400 estimated by Commander Palmer
and that we have met the goal of identifying the monuments. However, his goai was to record them. We
have only recorded 174 of them. Two monuments have been lost to time: the Blair monument in Louisiana
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Mo and a monument recorded by the DUV as being in Ste. Genevieve. We have 81 to stili record to meet
his goal.

❖ 10,000 Civil War veterans graves registered in the state by 2010. 14,819 have been registered throughout
the state. While the goal is met, the department has only registered some 7,900 of these. We need 2,100
more to meet the spirit of Commander Palmer's goal.

❖ In 2004, the goal was set to have researched at least 60 of the 114 counties for the Last Soldier Project. We
have 47 counties with nominees in them. 2 of those counties have two potential candidates that need more
research.

I been successful in getting $200 from National for the monument Phelps Camp wants to erect at Battle of Lexington
Slate Historic Site. I also obtained $500 from the St. Louis Civil War Roundtable for the same project. I obtained
$500 from national for the restoration of the Major B.B. King Monument in Canton Mo. Restoration by the Canton
Camp and the Eagles Scouts will be on June 21. I will be attending and encourage others to go also.

Monuments I've recorded in the past year: Bethel and Newark. Blackwell. Grant's First Action at Hunnewell.

Shelbina, Monroe City and AVE Johnson Memorial. 6 Markers at Lexington, Col/Gov Phelps Monument in
Springfield, Fort Wyman and Fort Dette in Rolla. Cape Girardeau. I also have four pending for the next year.

Finally, I urge all members to download PrimoPDF and to use it when filling out monument. GAR records and SV
records forms. It allows you to safe what you type to the computer and then it can be sent to the monuments officer.

I plan to add these PDFs to the database which will hopefully someday be on the web so that all information about
who recorded the information is included.

Some other information we have been able to obtain.

❖ GAR Commanders. We have 55 names recorded. Some have information along with them. We need
information on the pre-1888 commanders. For example Col. David Murphy of Pilot Knob fame is suppose to
be one, but I have not found a lot of references to that.

I recorded information on GAR Posts 252, 254. Gary Scheel and I also found about 50 GAR charters at the Missouri
Historical Society. Gary paid to have the information on them copied and I have the information on my desk awaiting
a time I can transcribe it.

●> We've recorded 77 United Confederate Veterans Camps in this state.

33 Civil War Medal of Honor Winners are buried in this state. 18 have MOH markers. I would like to

challenge someone to work on getting markers for at least 5 more by 2010 and have ceremonies involving
camps and the media.

I recorded Harris, Kirksville and Kissee Camps. Rolla Camp Pending.
❖ I don't have the information with me but there were probably over 100 SV / SUV camps in the original

department of Missouri. We need research to determine what records exist on them. I recently saw the
charter of the Capt. Farrell Camp of Rolla, MO. The document has printing on it: "Friendship, Charity,
Loyalty." When did SUV change this?

In closing, I want to thank the camps assembled for electing me as Commander last year. It has been interesting. I
regret that I have not been able to attend meetings of the Westport Camp this year (I did last year), McNeil Camp, or
Sherman Camp. Other duties and other camps seemed to be more needy.

In the last year, I have not submitted one bill to the department for any expenses. As much of this is tax-deductible, I
encourage future commanders to attempt to do this as much as possible.
