the Job Descriptions of Camp, Department & National Memorials Officers  

WHEREAS, the job descriptions of the Camp, Department and National 

Memorials Officers in the Constitution and Regulations of the Sons of Union 

Veterans of the Civil War do not reflect changes to the current existing 

conditions within the organization; in that, these descriptions do not mention 

the National Memorials and Monuments Database; and, 

WHEREAS, the job descriptions of the Camp and the Department Memorials 

Officers promote the keeping of records separate from the National 

Memorials and Monuments Database; and,  

WHEREAS, these two job descriptions do not specify that these separate 

records be shared with the National Memorials and Monuments Database; 

and,  

WHEREAS, one main purpose of the National Memorials and Monuments 

Database is to have all Memorials and Monuments records held by any unit of 

the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War to be held by the use of the entire 

organization; and,  

WHEREAS, there are other revisions that the National Memorials Officer of 

the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War recommends; now, 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Constitution and Regulations of the 

Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War be amended to reflect the changes

If/when all departments meet our minimum standards, the 

national monuments officer will forward records sent into him and completed Form 62s 

scanned annually by him to the appropriate departments.

i. Review annually the national website to review all monument forms, links to department 

(or state) monuments, and, if present, any national database that is on line to insure they 

are properly working. 

j. Submit annually a digital backup copy of the national database to National SUVCW.

Optional Appointed Officers Job Descriptions & Duties 

Section 2. Civil War Memorials Officer. The purpose of the Department Civil War

National Military Parks, and the U.S. Departments of Defense, or Veterans Affairs) in the 

Department.

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b. Develop and, once developed, maintain online monument information presented in a 

format approved by the Memorials and Monuments Committee. 

c. Encourage Departments and Camps to establish and appoint a Civil War Memorials 

Officer, at each level, to oversee department-wide and "local" memorial assessment and 

preservation activities.  If deemed necessary by the organization, develop additional 

written instructions or training for people to use the Civil War Memorial Assessment Form. 

d. Encourage departments (or states) to maintain their own websites containing 

monument information maintain the files in the Civil War Monuments National Database 

pertaining to their Department. If/when all departments meet our minimum standards, the 

national monuments officer will forward records sent into him and completed Form 62s 

scanned annually by him to the appropriate departments. Then only records that are not 

connected with a specific department will be kept by national (examples are those 

recorded from outside the US). 

e. Work with fellow National Civil War Memorials Committee members, to assist 

Department and Camp level efforts to locate, assess, and record the physical condition of 

Civil War Memorials. 

f. Work with fellow National Civil War Memorials Committee members, to provide guidance 

to Departments and Camps regarding the observation of care and upkeep for Civil War 

Memorials - and to bring any shortcomings to the attention of the property owners and 

community government where the memorial is located.  

g. Act as an advisor to the Civil War Monuments Grants Committee by providing 

instruction as to what is a memorial or monument and what is not, to help ensure funds of 

the Organization are used for their purposes intended.  Collect the files from the Civil War 

Monuments Grants Committee on an annual basis and scan the documents for inclusion in 

the national electronic database. 

h. Prepare and submit an annual written report to the Commander-in-Chief and National 

Encampment on the activities of the National Civil War Memorials  Officer regarding the 

activities of the committee. 

i. Review annually the national website to review all monument forms, links to department 

(or state) monuments, and, if present, any national database that is on line to insure they 

are properly working. 

j. Submit annually a digital backup copy of the national database to National SUVCW.
